Students seeking a Bachelor’s in Exceptional Student Education (ESE) degree may
apply for admission no later than the spring of junior year to the ESE Honors in the
Maijor if they are fully admitted and programmed in the ESE program and have a 3.5
Overall (cumulative) GPA. This requires submitting an application form, ESE
program sheet and letter of recommendation from a Florida Atlantic University (FAU)
ESE faculty member.
