II. Brief Announcements and Discussions:

MMC 6646 was tabled at the last meeting  and was brought back with the changes to the description of the course proposal , and added a  memo from the Department of Political Science that there is no conflict of interest. It was then approved unaminously by the committee.
The Memo for Adding Videoclip Component to the Application for Master’s degree/LLCL
was unaminously by the committee.

CCJ 6056, CCJ 6902, CCJ 6021, CJJ6046, CCJ 6142, CCJ 6456, CCJ 6485, were presented as a block and all were unaminously by the committee.

ARC 5272, and ARC 5271 unaminously by the committee.

The Memo for  Catalogue Change Related to Prerequisites for NGR 7738, and the Memo for Graduate Website change were unanimously approved by the committee.
The Proposal for Program Revision for Education Specialist Degree Ed.S was unaimously approved by the committee.

EDG 6622 and EDF 6615 were passed contingently upon the addition of credit hours added to the syllabi, and changing the link to the new link for the Academic Integrity statement.
The meeting continued and Poulson said she had received a memo stating that there was with a change to “Academic Integrity “statement that should be linked to any course syllabi. She requested that Diamond send the link to the committee member, and that they send to their colleagues. Floyd suggested this be bought up at the next UGC meeting. Fulks asked that the committee let their colleagues know to use updated forms that are on our website.
