The purpose of this memo is to provide the rationale for adding the following new courses to our curriculum. Most of these represent some “spring cleaning” we have needed to do for some time. There are no additional resources needed to offer these courses. 
LIN 6622 Bilingualism

This is simply creating a graduate number for this course we teach each year at the advanced undergraduate level, so that some graduate students can also take it and earn a graduate credit rather than take a DIS, as is our current practice. Please note the graduate students do extra work and are expected to produce graduate level work.

TSL 6248 Applied Linguistics and TESOL

This is also the addition of a graduate level number for an advanced undergraduate course that routinely has graduate students enrolled. Please note the graduate students do extra work and are expected to produce graduate level work.
SPW 6939 Special Topics in Spanish American Literature
This is a course we have long needed on the books, so as to distinguish between our special topics courses related to Spain and those related to Spanish America. Right now we only have the peninsular course. 

SPN 6908 Directed Independent Study

This is simply a DIS number for students doing Spanish linguistics or language-oriented studies. Up until now we only had a DIS number for literature.
SPN 6946 Internship in Spanish

This is to replace our practice of assigning DIS for our internship students. So, we need this course number for those who do the teaching internship with faculty each semester.

SPW 6971 Thesis 

We need a course number for students doing thesis credits in literature. Up until now we only had the SPN prefix, which signals language and not literature studies.
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
