COURSE DESCRlPTION 

Analyzes significant scholarship related to policing, judicial process, and adult/juvenile corrections 
covering system reforms and contempol'ary policies and practices. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES 

This course is designed to prepare graduate students for advanced study in criminology and oriminal 
justice by introducing them to a survey ofsignificant and influential scholarship focused on law 
enforcement, the cOUl1s, and corrections. Given that a number ofdiverse (and, largely punitive) crime 
and justice reforms are currently in place in the U,S., it is essential that stude11ts comprehend the 
foundations of the justice system. As the primalY fOCllS on the course is on prominent scholarship, 
!ltudents will also acquire a wide array ofresearch skills that will enable them to better comprehend, 
critique, and evaluate criminal justice policy. By the end ofthis course, students will be able to 
demonstrate an understanding of: 

• 	 Prominent and significant criminal justice scholarship; 
• 	 The historical and social context in which various criminal justice policies emerged; 
• 	 The logic behind various criminal justice policies; 
• 	 Techniques to test criminal justice theory and evaluate the validity oforime and justice research; 

and. 
• 	 Theoretically driven and "evidence-based" criminal justice policy. 

I will facilitate discussions and ensure that we cover as full a range oftopics and issues as possible. As 
this is a graduate course, I expect students to consistently participate in class discllssions and exhibit they 
have read and understand course material.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND POLICIES 

Exams (64 pel'cent of gl'ade). There will be two required exams given during the semester. Students 81'e 
expected to read assigned material prior to the due date in the course calendar. Some chapters/readings 
will be covered fully in class, while others may not. However, the instmetor reserves the right to include 
all readings and lecture material 011 exams. Each exam will consist primari1y of multiple choice, fill-in­
the-blank, tme-false (objective), and several essay question·s covering the course material (Le., lectures, 
class discussions, and readings). The final exam (Exam 2), which is not cumulative, will be given during 
the day and time outlined by the University. That time has tentatively been set for Tuesday December, 6 
2011 from 4:00 pm-6:30 pm. Since this date may be subject to change, students al'e encouraged to check 
the Registrar's site throughout the semester for any changes posted to the final exam schedule. 

Tel'm Papel' (32 pel'cent of gl·ade). During the semester, students will be required to write a 15-20 page 
paper that evaluates a particular criminal j ustice issue Ot' controversy covered in class. The paper must be 
focused on the topics we have covered in the conrse (see Course Calendar). Please consult Blackboat'd 
(under Term Paper Assignment) for further details about expected organization, fOl'matting, and content. 
Papers that deviate fi'om the required format wilt suffer from substantial losses of credit. Late papers will 
be docked two letter grades for each day not received. Note that electronic and hard copy versions ofthe 
paper must be submitted by the due date. Students will also be required to sign an "honor" sheet that 
ensures the originality oftheir work. In taking this course, the student acknowledges and accepts that 
their paper may be submitted to a plagiadsm detector (e.g., TURNITIN, SAFEASSIGN). On that note, 
students are strongly encouraged to read the College's policy 011 plagiarism (pdf available on 
Blackboard), Students are l"equired to use the specific class period 011 11115 to prepare a paper 
presentation (see the Paper Presentation section below). Please do 110t hesitate to speak with me about 
papel'ideas, formatting, or general organizational and substantive issues. 

Paper PI'esentation (2 percent). Students will be required to prepare a brief oral presentation 
highlighting the main findings from their term paper the same day as their turn in their papers (see Course 
Calendar for specific information about the presentation). The presentation will be graded on its 
thoroughness, clarity, and creativity, Students win be required to use the 11115 class period to prepal'e 
their presentation outline; this outline (in electronic format) must be submitted to Dr. Mancini by 11122. 
Ifstudents fail to provide an outline of their pl'esentations by that date, they willl'eceive a five point 
deduction on their tenn paper assignment. Because students al'e sending the outline in an electl'Onic 
format, they must confirm with DI', Mancini that she has in fact received the file. Put differently, it is the 
student's l'esponsibility to ensure the file has been received by the Instructor, 

Class Discllssion PI'esentation (2 percent). Students will be required to sign up for a day to present 
class material early on in the semester. Although multiple students may present the same day, each 
student will be graded on their individual contribution to the discussion, Students will be evaluated based 
on how well they convey course material, their thoroughness and clarity in presenting course topics and 
i'eadings, and their creativity in stimulating class discussion.

In Spring 2012, the School of Criminology and Criminal Justice revised its Masters of Science in Criminology 
and Criminal Justice (MSCCJ) program with full approval fi'om all levels ofthe university. However, due to 
time constraints, syllabi were not prepared for seven of the courses for which changes were necessRIY to only their 
names audlol' their comse desc!'iptions. 

Thus, this packet contains the forms and the required sylJabi fol' only those seven courses that sHU require their 
names and/or descriptions to be changed to match the rest of the program changes that have already been 
approved.
