Beginning in Fall 2018, students entering a Florida public institution as a
degree-seeking student for the first time needs to demonstrate civic
literacy through either taking a certain course (AMH 2020 or POS 2041) or
passing an assessment exam. Beginning in Summer 2021, Florida
Legislature amended the statute and now requires students to complete
both a civic literacy course (AMH 2020 or POS 2041) and an assessment
exam.

A total of 39 credits are required, exclusive of general education courses; 30 of these credits must be upper division. At least 12
credits of upper-division courses must be in a single discipline. No more than 18 credits may be taken in any one area. Students
choose a primary area of concentration and develop a plan of study in consultation with the program director.
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
