Beginning in Fall 2018, students entering a Florida public institution as a
degree-seeking student for the first time needs to demonstrate civic
literacy through either taking a certain course (AMH 2020 or POS 2041) or
passing an assessment exam. Beginning in Summer 2021, Florida
Legislature amended the statute and now requires students to complete
both a civic literacy course (AMH 2020 or POS 2041) and an assessment
exam.
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FOREIGN LANGUAGE (O - 8 credits, 1 or more courses in the same language) - REQUIRED FOR BS MAJOR ONLY

Students with more than one year of a foreign language in high school should enroll in the second half of the beginners’ foreign
language class (ARA/CHI/FRE/GER/HBR/ITA/JPN/LAT/SPN 1121) or a higher-level course.
